The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Chairman Moellendick with all Trustees present.
Minutes from the October 7 meeting were approved as submitted.

Fiscal Officer requested supplemental appropriations and purchase orders for insurance and
additional charges for hot tar application.

10-049  Ms. Moellendick moved to a) make a supplemental appropriation of $1,000 in the Fire
Fund from Liability Insurance to property Insurance and to issue a Then & Now Purchase
Order for 817,307 to OTARMA for renewal of property and liability insurance for 2010-
2011 and b) issue a Then & Now Purchase Order for $97.87 to the County Engineer for
additional charges for the hot tar crack sealing; seconded by Mr. Gavin. Voting: Gavin —
yes; Kemmerer — yes, Moellendick — yes. Motion approved.

10-050  Ms. Moellendick moved to enter Executive Session to discuss Fire Department personnel
matters; seconded by Mr. Kemmerer. Voting: Gavin — yes; Kemmerer — yes, Moellendick —
yes. Executive Session entered at 6.03.

Mr. Kemmerer moved to leave executive session; seconded by Mr, Gavin. Executive session was
adjourned at 6:28 PM.

Trustees verbally stated their concurrence with the Fire Chief’s recommendation to release Daniel
Schultz from the part-time roster due to his failure to complete required driver training.

Chief Mathias requested that Trustees proceed with hiring Zachary Saum as a part-time firefighter.

10-051  Ms. Moellendick moved to hire Zachary Saum (Basic) as a part-time firefighter effective
with the pay period starting October 24, seconded by Mr. Gavin. Voting: Gavin — yes,
Kemmerer — yes, Moellendick — yes. Motion approved.

Chief Mathias reported that the new rescue was delivered October 15 and they are in the process of
ordering brackets and installing equipment. Chief provided a list of required equipment.

10-052  Ms. Moellendick moved to issue a Blanket Certificate for $3,800 in the Fire Fund — Motor
Vehicles for miscellaneous vehicle mounted accessories; seconded by Mr. Kemmerer.
Voting: Gavin — yes, Kemmerer — yes, Moellendick — yes. Motion approved.

Mr. Bowman was ill and did not attend the meeting. He provided a report showing one permit issued
for $200.

Trustees discussed the request to make a 2011 commitment to the Lancaster Public Transit Agency
to subsidize service throughout the county. Trustees unanimously decided to not participate. Trustees
were concerned with the requested contribution of $1,000-$3000 relative to expected ridership from
the Township. They also noted the additional Health Department assessment to the Township due to
Lancaster’s position on a contract with the Health Department.
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Ms. Moellendick presented three quotes for siding the equipment portion of the Township office
building. Quotes were Heck Siding - $11,190; Petre Enterprises - $8,765; Por-Mar Construction -
$16,250. Trustees will request a quote from Superior Exteriors.

Mr. Kemmerer noted that signs for Cook’s Pond Estate are located in the Stringtown Road right-of-
way. A complaint was received about grass not being mowed in Wacker Park on Beechwood.

Road repairs related to pipeline work have apparently been performed by the County Engineer on
Old Millersport and Darfus Roads.

All bills submitted were approved for payment.

Mr. Kemmerer moved to adjourn; seconded by Mr. Gavin. Meeting adjourned at 7:37
